SEPTEMBER 15, 2009
The meeting was called to order at 7:04 p.m.

ROLL CALL:  Present - Chairperson Judi Thode, Board Members Michael Karija, Kevin Koch, Kathy Kozlowski, and Teri Pytel.  Excused -  Al Froehde and Jan Papa. 
Staff  present -  Park and Recreation Director Perkins. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
MOTION made by Michael Karija, seconded by Kathy Kozlowski, to approve the minutes of the August 11, 2009 Park Advisory Board as submitted.

Voice vote, AYES have it.  MOTION CARRIED.

ITEMS FOR REVIEW/DISCUSSION/APPROVAL:  
Overview from SRACLC - John Buckner, SRACLC Director 
John Buckner, SRACLC Director, gave a presentation that included information on funding, programming, and the population served. He answered questions posed by the members and explained how the dues are calculated. He was thanked for his excellent presentation and for the good work he is doing serving residents of Lake Zurich and elsewhere. 
2010 Playground Presentation - Erick Oleson, Recreation Concepts, Inc. Representative 
Director Perkins displayed playground equipment options for Zurites, Manor, and Wicklow West and East parks and provided an overview of the various proposals. Mr. Oleson introduced his company to the new members and explained what makes their equipment different from their competitors and answered questions about their products and the specific proposals for the parks. 
Discussion followed on the need for replacing the equipment. Director Perkins explained that the discount increases with the amount of money spent, and the greatest savings would be realized by replacing all four parks. Additionally, SRA funds would be used to pay for portions of the park improvements. 

Michael Karija recommended involving the neighbors in selecting the playground equipment and design. Director Perkins said that process can be very slow, cumbersome, and sometimes counterproductive. He prefers letting the professionals design the parks, getting additional input from the Park and Recreation Advisory Board and Board of Trustees, but is open to comments from residents after the design is selected. 

Kevin Koch pointed out that if new equipment were purchased for Zurites and Manor parks and new equipment was not purchased for the Wicklow parks, it would cost $6,000 more to purchase the equipment for Wicklow plus any price increases the following year.
Director Perkins said the Park Improvement Fund, which has approximately $114,000, is not part of the General Fund. It is funded by developer donation funds and intended to be used to improve parks. He said the park board must make a recommendation tonight or at their October meeting so he can calculate the exact figures for the SRA tax levy for the Village Finance Director. He reassured the Park and Recreation Advisory Board that the State of Illinois grant administrator said the funds for reimbursement are available and will be distributed as promised. 
Judi Thode had some concerns about the financial condition of the Village and said she would like to visit the parks again and examine the numbers further before making a decision. She asked that this item tabled until the October meeting. There was agreement that the Park and Recreation Advisory Board would be ready to make recommendations at the October meeting. Director Perkins said he need to know if anyone wanted to change any of the proposed equipment so he and Mr. Oleson would have time to make the changes prior to the October meeting. Kathy Kozlowski wanted the jack hammer added. Any other changes requested could be sent to Director Perkins by e-mail. 
Rotary Commemorative Clock & New Park Update 
Director Perkins provided an update on new park including the status of the brick pavers, benches, and landscaping. He said it is progressing very well and thanked the Park and Recreation Advisory Board members that have been donating their time and talent. He recapped the expenses and said the major expenses are the brick pavers and the electrical work. He is discussing the use of TIF funds for certain expenses with Village Administrator Vitas. Bids are not required if each item is under $10,000. The park expenses are very low partly due to donations and work being done by volunteers. The unveiling of the clock and the Rotary Club anniversary celebration will be on September 27 at 1 p.m. 
Naming of New Park 

Director Perkins asked the Park and Recreation Advisory Board if they would like to make a recommendation on the name of the new park. After discussion, they stated their preference for involving the community in naming the park and recommended waiting until after the dedication and to solicit possible names in the Newsline. 
OSLAD Park Project Updates – (Paulus, Staples, Bristol Trails) 
Director Perkins said the Paulus Park project has been completed, and the invoice is ready to submit for reimbursement when the other parks are completed. Staples Park is also done except some playground equipment parts that were damaged must be replaced. Bristol Trails looks wonderful and only minor work remains such as the split rail fence, benches, and garbage cans.
